You might have noticed that this gospel
 reading sounds very similar to Matthew’s
account of the eight beatitudes in Jesus’
Sermon on the Mount. In Luke's account today,
Jesus names four categories of people who are
"blest." They are: the poor who place their 
trust in God; those who hunger for God and 
God's reign; those who weep because there is 
so much suffering and evil in the world; and 
those who are persecuted because they live their faith. 
Jesus then names four categories of people who will suffer misery 
because they do not put their trust in God. They are: the rich; the 
well-fed; the uncaring; and those who are accepted because they 
live by the world's values instead of the gospel. These people have 
woes because they may forget that we must all be dependent on 
God and not on things.

Jesus has taken his stand with the poor, the hungry, the sad, and the 
rejected. He has called them blest. Where do we stand?
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Can you unscramble the above words from today’s 
Gospel? We’ll give you the first letter to start you off!
